The book, "Rhymes and its problems" for Abu Othman Al-Mazini, the most prominent
scholar in Basra in Arabic Syntax after Sibawaih, this book was extracted from the original
book "Al Fusoos" for Abu Al Ala'a Saeed Bin Al Hassan the linguistic, he arranged it and
he added to its index some references that have not been included by the researcher of
that book, then he wrote an introduction by which he showed the relation between Abu
Abbas Al Mubarrad and his book "Al Qawafi Wa Ma Ashtaqqgat Alfathoha Minho" . The
researcher did not pretend that he is the first one who discovered this precious book, but
he introduced to the reader this book away from the original book which was for long time
a part of it, and made it a valuable work for this extraordinary scholar that we know him
well, but we do not know much about his works.
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Abu Al Bahlul was a sunni and he wanted to clean the island from the corruption of Al
Qaramitah, therefore he expelled with his tribute Al Qurmutiah garrison from the island.
then he founded the Emirate of Al Zajjaj; then he blockaded their capital in Al Ahsa'a .Abu
Al Bahlul corresponded with the Abbasid Caliph attempting to gain financial and moral
support from the capital of the caliphate Baghdad, and before the coming back of the reply
from the Caliph, Ibn Ayyash took the city of Qatif which was belonged to the emirate of
Al Qaramitah, then he attacked unexpectedly Abu Al Bahlul on the Awal island with a big
army and could kill him and eliminate the Emirate of Al Zajjaj.
